Donkey Bridge/Packhorse Bridge - Bridge was severely damaged early 2020 and it was reported to Shropshire Council who have since been emailed and telephoned on many occasions for a progress report on the repair, however, this bridge is just one of 20 such bridges that were damaged at the time. We have been assured that the repair of this is a priority but at this moment there are no funds available to either carry out the structural survey that is required or to repair the damage. We have stressed the importance of this bridge which has been used by many local walkers and horse riders as well as the history of both the bridge and pathways, as soon as we learn anymore, we will send out an update
.B4555 and High Street – Clerk and County Councillor still pursuing the issue of the condition of the roads.  Awaiting a reply from Shropshire Council.  Clerk has put in a formal complaint against one of the officers siting the fact that he has not answered or acknowledged our emails or concerns over the condition of the roads and the recent resurfacing work that has been carried out.   Mr. Steve Davenport from Shropshire Council has been out to look at the roads.  He spoke to the clerk to confirm that he agreed with our concern and would try to arrange for the jetting machine to come out to fill potholes along the B455.  He would talk to other officers at Shropshire Council to see what could be done about the High Street and New Road Sections. 

Philip Dunne MP replied that he had driven these roads and could understand our concerns.  He had written to Andy Begley at Shropshire Council.
