3.3. Highley Pool Refurbishment –.  Donations received from Tesco and Mr. R.Whittle. LEADER fund now out of purdah.   
3.4. Speeding/Parking–Roads working party Report - Cllr.Holford said that he had taken pictures of the parking throughout the village and looked at the problem areas. Following discussion it decided that there was no easy solution to the problems. 
3.5. Parking Rhea Hall –.Jason O’Donoghue replied stating that they are not looking at providing a permanent parking area in what is currently a ‘stoned up’ temporary area. The main contractor, Speller Metcalfe, will re-instate the grassed area when they have completed the development. Their new development is relatively expensive in terms of construction costs because the site slopes so much and unfortunately they do not have the financial capacity to make this into a permanent parking area. They have also used up any goodwill from the contractor, for them to contribute to such an undertaking.

08. Allotments Agreement - Parish Council RESOLVED to accept the Memorandum of Understanding Agreement with Taylor Wimpey for the allotments at Jubilee Drive. 

09. Bus Shelter – Clee View. - Cllr. Honeybourne asked if it was intended to put glazing In the Bus shelter at Clee View. Clerk reported that it was and that TP Building had stated that it would be put in place week commencing 14th of September 2016.  Cllr. R.Honeybourne to report back to parishioners 
10. Shropshire Councillors Report – D.Tremellen - Cllr.Tremellen reported on issues with a resident at Borle Mill.  Cllr.Bache reported that the condition of the New Road out of the village on the south side needed repairing. Clerk to contact Highways at Shropshire Council to ask them to look into this issue.
